If you were given a unique, once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to meet with our President, what would 
you chat with him about? …The weather? …Politics? …Soccer? Or would you talk about your faith 
in Jesus Christ, about the gospel, and salvation?

And he called for two centurions, saying, "Prepare two hundred soldiers, seventy horsemen, and 
two hundred spearmen to go to Caesarea at the third hour of the night; "and provide mounts to 
set Paul on, and bring him safely to Felix the governor." (Acts 23:23-24 NKJV)

Therefore he sent for him more often and conversed with him. (Acts 24:25-26 NKJV)

"For if I am an offender, or have committed anything 
deserving of death, I do not object to dying; but if there is nothing in these things of which these 
men accuse me, no one can deliver me to them. I appeal to Caesar." Then Festus, when he had 
conferred with the council, answered, "You have appealed to Caesar? To Caesar you shall go!" 
(Acts 25:10-12 NKJV)
