 THE BOOK OF ROMANS 

 In God’s Courtroom (Romans 3) 

 

If you were summoned to appear in court on charges of breaking the laws of God, how you 
plead: guilty or innocent? If you are uncertain, take a look at the Ten Commandments in 
Exodus 20. Have you ever told a lie? Have you ever stolen? Has God always taken first place 
in your life? Have you ever coveted after things? If you answer these questions honestly it 
will be plain to you that you are a lawbreaker. The mirror of God’s Law does not show us 
how good we look, but how bad we really are! The law condemns every one of us and 
makes us all guilty before God.   

“For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God…” (Romans 3:23) 

This is really bad news for sinners. But the good news is that God has made a way to 
change our "guilty" sentence to "not-guilty." This is called justification, and is explained in 
Romans 3.   

 

Romans 3 divides into two parts— 

 V1-20 – What the Law CANNOT DO for us. 

 V21-31 –What Jesus Christ CAN DO for us.  

 

(READ V1-20) DEMOLISHING ARGUMENTS! 

Romans 3:1-20 deals with three common arguments people use to dismiss their need of salvation.
