 THE BOOK OF ROMANS 

 Bring In The Witnesses! (Romans 4) 

 

About four hundred years ago Galileo Galilei, an Italian scientist, wrote a controversial book 
that got him into a great deal of trouble with the church in Rome. The name of his book 
was, A Dialogue Concerning the Two Chief World Systems. Galileo wrote to challenge the 
widely held opinion that the earth was the center of the universe. He presented evidence 
to show that the earth was not at the center, but the sun, and that the planets rotated in 
space about the sun. As a result of his writings, Galileo was branded a heretic by the Pope, 
his book was banned, and he spent the rest of his life under house arrest.   

Like Galileo, Paul the Apostle was persecuted and imprisoned for telling the truth. Because 
he preached that a man could be saved by faith in Jesus Christ, the Jewish leaders accused 
him of heresy and attempted to put him to death. But Paul continued to preach the gospel. 
In Romans 4 he gives evidence from the Old Testament to convince us of the truth of the 
gospel of Jesus Christ. Is it faith in Christ that saves or our good works? Looking at the lives 
of Abraham and David we shall see that it is FAITH and not our GOOD WORKS that makes 
us righteous before God.
